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When Jesus
prayed, He
interceded for
us. His perfect
and holy prayers
were heard by
our Father in
heaven. jesus—the
crucified one,
the risen one—
ascended to the
right hand of the
Father, where

He continues to
intercede for us.
He does so by the
atoning blood
He shed for us in
His once-for-all
sacrifice on the
cross nearly two
thousand years
ago. There is no
cessation to His
intercession for
us because He
has been raised
and will never
die again (see
Romans 6:9).

Your adversary the
devil prowls around like a roaring lion, seeking
someone to devour. °Resist him, firm in your
faith, knowing that the same kinds of suffer-
ing are being experienced by your brotherhood
throughout the world. °And after you have suf-
fered a little while, the God of all grace, who
has called you to his eternal glory in Christ, will
himself restore, confirm, strengthen, and estab-
lish you. !'To him be the dominion forever and
ever.
